Developments around our Community


Gas Company Work on O’Keefe


It was hard to miss the construction crews digging up O’Keefe next to 416, and next to the community entrance. While this may have created impression that they are connecting services to the vacant lot next to 416, the actual reason for the work was servicing an existing gas pipeline that runs though the city all the way to Hawthorne Road at 417 in the East end. The crews were replacing pipeline connectors, which involves digging up the pipeline every 300-500m. You could see them moving east along Fallowfield.


Meeting with the Mayor and Jan Harder


On May 15, a meeting was held at the Cedarhill Golf Course with the Mayor, Bob Chiarelli, and our Councillor, Jan Harder.  The Mayor, in his opening note, talked about the taxation issues, acknowledged concerns with the assessment process,  and reiterated that the city has little control over this matter as it is controlled by the provincial government. He informed about a new fund for community projects that Orchard Estates can apply for. 


Susan Brownrigg-Smith, our Government Relations Director presented community concerns:


Taxation levels - especially lack of their correlation to the services received


Paving of our roads – we did not get any since the community began development in the ‘80s


Impact of Citywide Comprehensive Bylaw Review – one size can’t fit all


Administrative obstacles in obtaining the funds from the Nepean Legacy fund, designated for the new mailbox structure


Policing – control the bush parties, and the quarry area, no followup of the calls to the police line





John Tyson, OE President, and others, raised concerns with the development immediately to the south of our community. All reiterated the need to uphold the Prestigious Business Park zoning of the property between o’Keffe, Fallowfield, Strandherd, and 416.
